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fashion and for such period of time that any harmful affects related to their use or abuse
and prevented, minimised or eliminated.

Controlled drugs and their classification for the purposes of the Misuse of Drugs Act
1971 (hereinafter referred to as the Act) are determined by Section 2 of the Act:-

(a) The expression “controlled drug” means any substance or product for the time being
specified in part i, ii or iii of Schedule 2 to this Act and

(b) The expressions “Class A drug”, “Class B drug” and “Class C drug” mean any of the
substances and products for the time being specified respectively in part i, part ii and
part iii of that Schedule.

(c) And the provisions of Part iv of that Schedule shall have effect with respect to the
meaning of expressions used in that Schedule.

Part iii of the Act classifies Cannabis as a drug within “Class C”, as of the 14™ August
2008 (the date of the alleged offence).

Cannabis, Cannabis Resin, Cannabinol and Cannabinol derivatives have been re-
classified under the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 (amendment) Order 2008 from Class C to
Class B drugs for the purposes of control under the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 effective
from the 26" January 2009.
